Know that traditional Arabic calligraphy in China is vivid and varied, recalling visions of galloping horses, majestic mountain ranges,
and rolling streams, with untold aesthetic value and artistic appeal.

Know that it is the legacy of the Islamic heritage in China, and a cultural and artistic treasure of the world.

Know that after Islam spread to China, the Chinese Muslims incorporated some characteristics of Chinese calligraphy into traditional
Arabic calligraphy.

Know that this cultural fusion is known as Sini Calligraphy.
